DECLARATION OF THE BUSH FIRE DANGER PERIOD IS LESS THAN TWO
MONTHS AWAY

It iz your responsibility to reduce the nisk to your family and your home and to tzke actions to survive a bush fire.

The start of the bush fire danpger period 15 just two months away (1¥ October) but it°s not too late to begm preparing
your property, home and your family for the mereasmg threat of bush and grass fwes. Coming mto wmter vou will
undoubtedly have observed that the fuel load, 1.2, high and thick grass, s still around. These grass fuels have cured
with the onset of winter. While 1t's been great to have the recent ram_ there’s also now a trend toward frosty
mommmgs. Frost dries the prass. The possibility of unplanned fire through the cocler months —ves, even m wmter
femaing present.

The Burean of Meteorology (BOM) Seasonal Outlook issued on 24® July for August to October mdicated that the
climate models forecast the followmg:

» A wetter than normal season is likely for most of mamland Australia

= Cooler than normal davs are likely over most of eastern mamland Austrahia, while odds favour wamer than
nommal days over the tropical north, western WA and Tasmania

* Wamer than normal nights are likely over the tropical north, western WA, the southern coastime and
Tasmania with cooler than normal nights favoured over most of New South Wales, southeast Queensland and
northwest Victoria
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Should the period covered m the BOM outlook be followed by warm/dry weather we will get above average Spring
growth with the consequence of higher fuel loads. Potentizlly, lots of grass and leaf litter build up heading mto late
Sprmg and Summer.

PREPARATIONS WE ENCOURAGE YOU TO UNDERTAKE NOW

You must make mportant decisions before the fire sezson starts.

Your Bush Fire Survival Plan 15 one of the best ways to help mprove the safety of you and your
family before the mpact of or during a bush fire. If vou haven’t already done so, please prepars
of review your Bush Fire Survival Plan. The NSWEREF S offers a useful guide and template fora
Bush Fire Survival Plan. It can be viewed and downloaded by visiting

httpe/www rfs nsw. gov.au’ and click on ‘For the Community”®.

Preparation is not just about cleaning up zround the house and having aplan. It iz 2lso zbout making sure vou
consider your physical, mental and emotional preparedness. A bushfwe can be a terrifymg stuztion. It 15 mportant to
prepare yourself and your family for bush fires. If you have any doubts about your ability to cope, you should plan to
Leave Early.

Regardless of your decision to Leave Early or Stay and Defend, vou still need to prepare your property agamst the
threat of 2 bush fire. A well prepared home 13 more likely to survive a bushfire. Even f vourplan iz to Leave Exly,
the mors vou prepare yvout home, the more likely it will be to survive 2 bush firs or ember zttack.

In any event you need to prepare aplan to facilitate both decistons (Leave Early/Stay and Defend). If your prmary
plan 15 to lezve exrly you still require 2 plan m the event that you could not leave ealy. Conversely, if your prmary
plan iz to stay and defend then you zlse need a plan to provide for leave early options. Itis 2 matter of covering every
contngency and keeping your options open.

There is 2n mteresting video (promoe and long form) that can be viewed on the Victorian Country Fire Authonty
website that captures the stories of nine fue-affected residents during the Feb 2000 fires across a number oflocations
m Victorta - from day break through and after the event The video 15 called *When the Fires Come’. Some of the
strong messages were 2 focus on planning/preparation or lack thereef, radiznt heat danger, mental and physical
preparedness, kmowmg the area that youlive m, and bemg aware of your surroundmgs. This 15 the lmk:

In relation to your propetty, some of the things that you should consider melude:

. Inspect vour property and buldmgs identifymg any defects or mprovements that you need to make
befors the fire season. For example:
. Check the condition of vour roof and wall claddmg and replace or seal any damaged sections that
could allow embers to encroach mto the roof cavity or mner walls.
. Enclose open areas under your decks and floors.

. Install fme steel wire mesh screens on 2ll windows, doors, vents and weep holes.
. Create a safety zone around vour house and other bulldmgs so that embers will have less chance to start

a fire when they it the ground. For example:

- Femove excess ground fusls and combustible material (long dry grass, dead leaves and branches)
for a distance of at least 20 metres around 21l bulddmgs.

. Create and mamtain a two-metre gap between vour house and tree branches.

- Clean leaves, twigs, bark and other debris from roof and gutters (and revisit on 2 regular e g
monthly! formightly’ possibly even weekly basis).

- Trim low lymg branches 2 metres from the ground.

- Ifwooedis piled zzamst or near the house or other buldmg, move it away.
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. Check and service all fire-fighting equipment.

You may findit useful to make a detailed list ofthe tasksto be camied out and tick them off asthey are completed
Items such asthose mentioned above should form part of your Bush Fire Survival Plan.

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Nature Notes July 2013

Jo Walker

A few more showers, and a little snow, have kept the ground moist and the plants growing. There are green carpets of
tiny plants in all of the spaces between the grasses. They are newly germinated but already identifiable as Cotula australis,
Aphanes australiana and the little yellow daisy Triptilodiscus pygmaeus. These tiny plants come up in massive numbers
sometimes and are then not seen again, sometimes for years, until all the elements of ideal conditions for them coincide again.

The Silver Wattles (Acacia dealbata) are just beginning to flower (so it must be spring!), but very little else is showing
much colour.

That comment applies to the plants, though. There are plenty of colourful birds around. The little mob of Red-browed
Finches here now numbers fourteen and there are Blue Wrens everywhere. The Scarlet Robins and a pair of Yellow Robins
are busy searching for food amongst the shrubs and trees, and the Kookaburras are making a lot of noise and appear to be
looking for a nesting site. Recently, there was a lone Grey Teal on the dam, the first one I’ve seen here. The pair of Wedge-
tailed Eagles that regularly pass over my place has been reduced to one recently — hope the other one is still about somewhere,
perhaps on an early nest.

The echidnas seem to have been busy all winter, as just about all of the meat ants’ nests have large holes dug in them.

I’ve been cutting up some of the dead wattles for firewood — and always remove the bark and transfer any insects to a
safe place. This year, there have been hardly any of the usual insects and not even many spiders. Last week, | finally came
across about a hundred ladybird beetles under a loose piece of bark, but this lack of insects doesn’t bode well for the birds that
depend on them, such as the Orange-winged Sitellas that were once common visitors but have now decreased in numbers and
are sighted less often.

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Book Review -- Australian Bird Names: a Complete Guide
By Ian Fraser and Jeannie Gray, published by CSIRO Publishing, Collingwood, Vic., May 2013, ISBN 9780643104693 (pbk).

One of the most popular birds in Wamboin is the Grey Strike-thrush. It is popular because it is attractive, it has a
delightful set of calls and songs and a friendly personality (if you will forgive me being somewhat anthropomorphic). But why,
pray, is it called Grey Shrike-thrush? It is certainly Grey, but is neither a strike nor a thrush! To answer this question, and
thousands more along similar lines, one needs only turn to this fantastic book launched in June that sets out pretty much
everything that anybody could want to know about the origin of the names of Australian birds.

In the case of the Grey Shrike-thrush, for example, the authors write that it is ‘Not a very satisfying name for a
magnificent bird’. They advise that the name was first recorded in 1898, and
document a variety of other names by which it has been known including the

So there we have it, heaps of information about the name of this lovely
bird.

So what about the magpie, another Wamboin favourite? The Australian
Magpie is so named, we are advised, °...both to distinguish it from the
European Magpie and to unify the three former species [of magpies]...which
were recognised until recently’. As with the Grey Shrike-thrush, the authors
have documented the various other scientific and common names by which
this species has been and is currently known, record the details of the former
three species of magpie that are now lumped as the Australian Magpie, advise
how to pronounce the scientific name and provide the translation of the
scientific name and its origin in Latin. The scientific name of the Australian
Magpie, by the way, is Cracticus tibicen. Cracticus is the genus name for the
butcherbirds (magpies are in this genus) and it is Greek for ‘noisy’. The
species name tibicen is from a Latin word meaning ‘a piper or flute-player’.
Thus Cracticus tibicen means a ‘piping noisy bird’, referred to by the authors as a ‘very apt’ name.

The authors live in Canberra and are active members of the Canberra Ornithologists Group. Ian Fraser is an award-
winning local naturalist, conservationist, author, ABC 666 broadcaster, natural history tour guide, environmental consultant
and adult educator. Jeannie Gray is a retired teacher and counsellor with a lifelong passion for the study of languages and
natural history.

The bulk of the book provides the kind of information that I have summarised above for the Grey Shrike-thrush and the
Australian Magpie. It covers all the birds on the official Australian list, including both native and exotic (introduced) species.
The book includes a comprehensive index to both the English names and scientific names of the bird species and subspecies
(races).

Also of considerable interest in this volume is an introduction which explains how the common names of Australian
birds have been derived and gives brief biographies of the ornithologists who have been most instrumental in establishing the
taxonomies of Australian birds, including their scientific names and English names. The introduction also discusses how the
scientific names of birds are derived and gives other helpful advice as to how to use the book.

Lest you think that this book is dry science, throughout it contains lan Fraser’s voice—perhaps you listen to his natural
history program on ABC 666 radio? For example, in noting that the Gentoo Penguin, an Antarctic species, is (allegedly) named
after the Telugu (the authors spell it Telegu) people of southern India, they write ‘If this is indeed the origin of the name, as is
generally asserted, the connection seems likely to remain one of the great mysteries of the universe’.

And with regard to my favourite Australian bird, the Superb Lyrebird, they write, referring to its name, “The catch is
that no live lyrebird can or does hold its tail erect in the lyre-shape depicted in many early illustrations—it is either folded
horizontally behind or cascaded forward over the body in display. This is clearly a bird characterised and named from a skin’.

I have no doubt that this book will be acclaimed, long into the future, as one of the landmarks in writing about
Australian birds. Although it is based on an incredible amount of meticulous scientific research into ornithology, taxonomy and
etymology, its contents are highly accessible to the lay reader. Pedants will identify tiny errors in the text. I hope that the
authors will collate these and, in due course, produce a second edition that will be even more valuable than this first
presentation.

Anybody with an interest in the local environment, and the wonderful birds that help make Wamboin such a great place
to live, will find that they regularly dip into this book to answer the questions ‘how did that bird get its English name’, and
‘what does its scientific name mean’?

Proposal by NSW Wildlife Council
that Adjacent Landowners be Considered

In Evaluating a Landowner’s Request to Cull Wildlife
by Philip Machin

At this month’s Wamboin Community Association meeting (16 July) an item was discussed as to whether neighbouring
property owners should be consulted if an adjacent landowner wants to apply for a non-commercial licence to cull wildlife —in
this case kangaroos.

The topic arose from a recent NSW Wildlife Council (NWC) proposal to the NSW Minister of Environment &
Heritage. The proposal makes the argument that — given wildlife often wanders across more than one property boundary,
landowners in the locality should have the opportunity to agree or disagree to a planned cull that may affect them. Currently a
property owner can act unilaterally, not inform or consult anyone, and apply for a licence to cull.

The discussion drew out the prospect that other activities, such as development applications, poisonous baits, burn-offs
and bonfires need neighbours to be informed — so why not the intention to kill-off wildlife?

Culling may or may not be justified and by consulting other people affected a balanced judgement can be made. In
particular, the National Parks and Wildlife staff will have access to more information when they decide whether to agree to an
application. I1f the NWC proposal gets adopted, then it will be up to the Office of Environment and Heritage to change the
S121 regulations and re-design the application form. As mentioned at the meeting, some flexibility would be needed to allow
for situations where neighbours cannot be contacted or there is some other difficulty.

The NWC proposal reflects on the current government’s NSW 2021 Plan that has a goal to increase the opportunities
for people to look after their own neighbourhoods and environment and to set priorities locally.

The NWC proposal does not preclude culling of wildlife where that is necessary and NPWS staff retain the authority to
make an informed decision, regardless as to whether neighbours agree or not. There were other related issues raised, including
the need for property owners to keep neighbours informed if shooting is taking place.

The WCA voted in favour of supporting the NWC proposal with a “general in-principle support™ letter to be forwarded
to the Minister.

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Palerang Council’s Project Manager

Provides Information for Residents on the Project’s Status

as of Tuesday Morning, July 30, 2013

Question: Is it right that the completion of the project has been delayed because of wet weather?

Answer: Yes, rain has significantly protracted the project.

Question: Why is it unwise to seal the road until it is dry?

Answer: For the top bitumen seal to properly bond with the pavement below the moisture content of the pavement
must be within a desired range. Too much moisture makes it easy for the stones that are part of the bitumen seal to be
punched by traffic down into the pavement. This has the potential to create holes that allow moisture to run through into the
pavement and leave a slick slippery surface called flushing. Moisture in the pavement will start to deform the profile where the
greatest force is exerted commonly in wheel paths. Too little moisture in the pavement makes the gravel weak and it
segregates, which is not ideal for sealing. The bitumen, which is the waterproofing for the road, needs to bond with the
pavement aggregate and it also needs to capture the wearing surface aggregate to provide a good seal.

Question: How much dry weather is required to enable completion of the project?

Answer: Five to eight days of dry or nearly dry weather, including some days of sunshine are generally necessary.
Less than 5 millimetres of rain during the period can sometimes be tolerated. As of Monday evening, July 29, we are hoping
for a couple more fairly dry and ideally sunny days so that we can put in the bitumen seal. We did some preparatory work on
Saturday, July 27. If we don’t get significant drying, we just have to wait.

Question: Does our use of the unsealed road make the eventual sealing harder and more expensive?

Answer: Yesand No. Allowing traffic on the road protracts any period where work can be done, such as preparing
the pavement for final bitumen seal, as the workable area is reduced. On the other hand, the traffic helps to compact the
pavement similarly to proof rolling and will exposing weak areas in the pavement. As the unsealed pavement is compacted,
trapped excess moisture pushes its way up through the voids in the road base towards the surface commonly resulting in
deformation and longitudinal cracking indicating an area of weakness. We can then fix that defect by ripping the area and
drying the gravel and compacting.

Question: Did the rebuild to date encounter any significant or interesting challenges or unforseen costs or savings?

Answer: I’m only going to give a one word answer to that question: Yyes.

Question: How do the council and the road crew’s deal with the setback to schedules and available work when an
uncontrollable factor like weather intervenes?

Answer: There is enough maintenance work in the Palerang Council area to keep permanent staff busy, in theses rain
events clean-up work is common. Contractors are generally laid off until the weather allows resumption of their project.

Question:  Can you briefly outline the work still remaining to be done on Macs Reef Road and give a rough idea of
how long it might take once it can start?

Answer: The main task is to apply the final bitumen seal on top of the pavement as it exists today (Tuesday morning,
July 30). After the seal we will sweep the seal, install signage, line marking and roadside guide posts. This will take
approximately 2 weeks to complete once the bitumen seal is completed.

COLIC- A Pain in the Belly!

Many people know that horses ‘colic’, but what exactly does this mean? Colic is a general term referring to
anything that may cause a horse to show signs of pain inthe abdomen (i.e. the belly) and there are over 150
reported causes of colic! Usually this will involve a problem somewhere in the stomach, small bowel or large
bowel, but can also be due to disease of organs including the liver and kidneys, from the space around the
bowel (the peritoneal cavity), or even from the chest.

Thankfully, most cases of colic are resolved with medical therapy. Common medical conditions include a small
impaction of dry, congested gut contents, stomach ulcers, sand/soil impaction, worms and gas build up.

It is important horse cwners Can recognize the signs of colic are, so they can respond promptly. These include
g dull demeanour or being guieter than usual, reduced appetite, reduced manure cutput (normal is 6-10
piles/24hours), stretching out to urinate frequently, looking at the belly, kicking the belly, lifting the upper lip,
lying down often and of course, rolling on the ground.

When we arrive ata case of colic, a veterinarianwill initially try to determine the cause and provide some
relief. Usually this starts witha thorough physical exam to determine the extent of the horse’s pain and then
proceed on withother tests. This may include sending blood for laboratory analysis, passing a tube to the
stomachand checking for build up of fluid (reflux), passing anarm into the rectum to feel for the problem,
ultrasound of the abdomen and taking a sample of fluid from the peritoneal cavity. A decisioncan then be
made on how to treat the colic, which often includes anti-inflammatories, fluids and electrolytes.

What to do if your horse is showing signs of colic:

1. Contact your veterinarian immediately. Although many colics are mild, atleast 10% can require
surgery or be fatal. Additionally, colicmeans a horse is ina lot of pain and reguires therapy to relieve
that pain.

2. Put the horse in yard where it can be observed for pain and passage of manure, and record these
observations. Withhold all food wntil your veterinarian advises it is okay to feed again. Offering water
is usually fine.

3. Many people will walk a horse with colic as it can help with bowel motility. However it is important
not to tire and dehydrate the horse further. | usually recommend walking the horse for no more than
20 minutes every 1-2 hours.

4. |fthe horse isin intense pain and throwing itself on the ground, it is best to keep a safe distance wntil
your veterinarian arrives.

Colic that is caused from the intestines is often placed into two categories- strangulating or non-strangulating.
This indicates whether the bowel is twisted and its blood supply occluded, or not. Usually strangulating lesions
of the bowel reguire surgery to resolve the problem and often horses will be in intense pain. Common
strangulating conditions include torsion [twisting) of the large bowel after foaling inmares and strangulating
lipomas seenin older horses. These are small, fatty tumours which are harmless inthemselves but grow on a
long stalkthat canwrap tightly around the small intestine. Some non-strangulating lesions may also reguire
surgery, including impactions that will not resolve with fluid therapy and displaced large bowel that is not in
the correct anatomical position.

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Councillor’s Corner

Planning Reform — As if battling through the gestation of the new Palerang Local Environmental Plan (PLEP) hasn’t been
difficult enough, we are also in the throes of major planning reform that will see a significant restructure of NSW and local
government planning instruments (http://www.planning.nsw.gov.au/a-new-planning-system-for-nsw). We’ll just see the new
PLEP take effect and it’1l be all change again.

That’s probably a bit dramatic. It’s not really as bad as it sounds—there is a formal migration path mapped out, and our new
Standard Instrument LEP is a necessary precursor to the implementation of the new planning system.

While there are still concerns about some aspects of the new system, it’s designed to bring planning into the electronic age.
The primary goal is to simplify the whole planning approvals process with, amongst other things, the ability to produce what
amounts to a tailored LEP excerpt, and simple planning check list for any individual property at the press of a button—or
maybe more accurately, the click of a mouse. The idea is that this will eliminate the need to tediously wade through pages of
irrelevant legislative instructions, to work out what planning approvals may or may not be required, and what conditions might
apply to some project you wish to undertake.

Part of the reason for requiring all councils to migrate to the new Standard Instrument format is that it moves much more
towards the visual presentation of information in map overlays. These, of course, can be very nicely integrated with
Geographic Information System (GIS) technology to allow an applicant to retrieve any information that can be presented in
this format.

You can view versions of the maps provided with the draft PLEP on my website at
http://peteharrison.id.au/infozone/lep/index.php?op=plepmaps (or just go the website and navigate down to Palerang Info
Zone > PLEP > Maps). The colours are a little difficult to work with at the moment, but all maps, for all localities in NSW,
are produced on a common grid, using the same colours so that together they form a consistent montage of the whole state.

These maps are not yet ‘clickable’, but the idea is ultimately to be able to navigate down to an individual lot, and simply click
on it to retrieve all the relevant planning details from the new, integrated Local Plan, of which the current LEP will be just one
part.

There’s still a bit of work to do, but we’re making progress...

PLEP Update— As a brief postscript, council planning staff have collated the submissions received during the exhibition
phase earlier this year, and are nearing completion of the associated report for Council’s consideration. Depending on the
extent of any recommended changes, the revised draft may go out for a second period of exhibition. Either way, it is expected
that the final draft will be with the Department of Planning and Infrastructure before the end of the year, and gazetted early in
2014.
